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INTRODUCTION

This is the Annual Report of the Redhill Aerodrome Consultative Committee which
summarises its activities throughout the year ending the 31 March 2019.

The Committee continues to enable the Aerodrome to consult with the local community in
accordance with the requirements of the Civil Aviation Act 1982. This legislation stipulates that,
in respect of Redhill and various other specified aerodromes:

“the person having the management of the aerodrome shall provide:

@) for users of the aerodrome,

(b) for any local authority in whose area the aerodrome or any part thereof is
situated or whose area is in the neighbourhood of the aerodrome, and -

(© for any other organisation representing the interests of persons concerned with
the locality in which the aerodrome is situated,

adequate facilities for consultation with respect to any matters concerning the
management or administration of the Aerodrome which affects their interests.”

Scheduled meetings were held at the Aerodrome on the 18 April 2018 and 19 September 2018.
The meeting scheduled for 10 January 2019 was unable to take place for reasons outside the
Committee’s control. These were in addition to the public meeting on the 9 June 2018 (section
3 below refers).

PROGRESS AND ACTIVITIES OF THE AERODROME

In April 2015, the OIld Main Block was destroyed by fire; a new, replacement building, named
Phoenix House, achieved practical completion in June 2018 and a number of businesses have
now taken occupation. One of the largest tenants is First Community Health Care who provide
front-line NHS community healthcare services in east Surrey and parts of West Sussex.

In the summer of 2018, the Driver and Vehicle Standards Agency began driving test operations
from the aerodrome; with offices in the Redhill Aerodrome Business Centre, their staff conduct
car driving and Approved Driving Instructor (parts 2 and 3) tests.

In October 2018, Sphere8, a company specializing in hand-applied floor and wall finishes,
relocated from South Block at the aerodrome to Hangar 12 where they opened a new training
and development centre.

South Block has recently seen one resident flying school, Harvard Aviation, relocate from
offices in the Aero 16 building to take half of this larger building.

As previously reported, in 2015 works were undertaken to a section of the southern taxiway that
is used as an unlicensed runway when the grass runways are not available during the winter
months. The aerodrome maintains that these works were permitted development, however the
local planning authority disagrees. Enforcement proceedings have been served on the
aerodrome, which we have appealed. Following dialogue with the planning officers, we have
submitted a new application for the taxiway but with a restricted width, this application has yet
to be determined.

GARDEN VILLAGE PROPOSAL

In June 2018, Tandridge District Council rejected proposals to build a garden village on the
aerodrome, opting instead to make land in South Godstone its preferred site for a new 4,000-
home settlement in its own Local Plan.

Redhill Aerodrome is also to be deleted from Reigate and Banstead Borough Council's
blueprint for future housing. On 15 January 2019, the inspector, Helen Hockenhull, concluded
there was "insufficient evidence to demonstrate the exceptional circumstances required” for the
aerodrome to be released from the green belt.

PUBLIC MEETING - 9 JUNE 2018

Mike Murray of Redhill Aerodrome Ventures Limited gave a report in relation to aviation activity
and land developments.

Councillor Wayne Clark from Salfords and Sidlow Parish Council expressed the views of the
local community and the users of the Aerodrome.



Questions and views of the audience were put to the Panel and Committee Members.

5. MONITORING REPORTS

(i) Complaints about aircraft overflying properties

The number of such complaints (broken down according to fixed wing aircraft and helicopters)
throughout the year was:

(i) Aircraft movement statistics to December 2018

Such statistics comprised both initial take-offs, final landings and all training circuits.
Movements for 2018 represented an increase of 3.9% compared to the previous year.

The Aerodrome has seen an increase in fixed-wing activity throughout 2018. This trend has
continued in to 2019.

1. INTRODUCTION BY THE CHAIRMAN

The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting and thanked them for their attendance. He
introduced the panel and thanked Bletchingley Village Hall for accommodating the Committee
at such short notice.

The Chairman advised that the annual report had been circulated and any questions would be
addressed under item 4 of the agenda.

2. ADDRESS BY MIKE MURRAY, REDHILL AERODROME VENTURES LIMITED

Mr Murray again thanked Bletchingley Village Hall for hiring the hall to the Committee. He
structured his address into two parts; Aviation activity (Air-side) and Land developments (Land-
side):

Air-side

e Business continued to be stable
Police and Air Ambulance continue to operate at Redhill and are looking to increase
their activity

¢ In light of the proposed changes at Biggin Hill Airport — some interest had been received
from businesses.

e The Planning application to carry out improvements to the southern taxiway had been
refused by both Reigate & Banstead and Tandridge District Council. Dialogue with the
authorities continued and discussions on options would be taking place.
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Land-side

¢ Improvement works had and continue to take place on the aging estate to modernise
and bring buildings up to standard.

e From Mid-July a new driving test centre (Driver and Vehicle Standards Agency) will be
based on the site.

o The re-build of the New Main block is near completion, re-named ‘Phoenix House’. All
but two spaces had been leased.

o Thakeham Homes continued to promote the site for development — Rob Boughton from
Thakeham was in attendance and would answer any questions put to him.

ADDRESS FROM PARISH COUNCILLOR WAYNE CLARK - SALFORDS AND SIDLOW
PARISH COUNCIL (REPRESENTING LOCAL RESIDENTS)

Councillor Clark introduced himself and explained his reasons for becoming a Parish
Councillor. He stated that he believed in serving the community and was passionate about the
Green Belt.

He explained that through his work on the RACC committee that he had learnt that it was not
just Salfords and Sidlow Parish Council who were opposed to houses being built on the
Aerodrome but all other Parish Councils.

He guestioned the need for housing and suggested the main reasons for homelessness in the
area was those people who had become homeless through neglect, drug/alcohol misuse or
mental illness. He continued by stating that most developers want to build four and five
bedroom houses not 1 & 2 affordable homes.

He stated that most local residents were supportive of the Aerodrome, but appreciated that
some complaints were received regarding the noise of the aircraft. He ran through the benefits
to the local community in that it contributed to the local economy and employed approx. 450
staff.

He summarised in asking residents to support the growth of the Aerodrome business and
promote the benefits of it to the local community in an attempt to prevent any future
development.
